After intermission, the meeting was called to order.  

Approval of Agenda:  Changes were made to the agenda to include the nomination of Roberto as vice-president and Michel as president.  

Motions:  

1. To nominate Michel as president:  Natalie moved to pass and Donna seconded it. 

2. To nominate Robert as vice-president:  Natalie moved to pass and Jen seconded it.  

Approval of Minutes:  This could not be officially done as the minutes were not available for this meeting, however, they would be presented to us at a future date.

Program Report – Jenna:

· The Treasurer’s position has not been filled.  We have had a few interested candidates who have not met criteria.  This is still ongoing.  

· We have received a grant for a summer student.  The job will be posted right away and interviews will be set up for Thursday June 7 in the evening.  Natalie and Jen will assist with the interviews.  The student would start June 11.  

Treasurer’s Report – Ray:
· We started 2007 with an equity position of $26,183.  

· We are projecting that we will experience a deficit budget for 2007 in the amount of $33,900 if nothing changes.  

· Kelly Robertson from the City of Ottawa is committed to trying to find funding.  

· MPP Madeleine Meilleur is also committed to helping find funding and brought a form to fill out to apply to the Government of Ontario for funding.  

· The proposal of abolishing Brad’s position should be reviewed at the Executive meeting in July if nothing has changed, as restructuring will be inevitable.

· Ray reported that sports organizations are not eligible to become registered charities, so he is no longer pursuing that avenue.  

· The bottom line is that Municipal and Provincial Governments need to sustain GRDO financially if GRDO is to survive.  

Annual Program Report – Brad:
This is not ready but will be sent out to the Board.

· Fundraising Committee is doing a stand up job and is encouraged to keep up the good work.
